ART is a multi-route guest transit system serving the greater Anaheim Resort™. Board ART in front of the Marriott Anaheim. Tickets are available in front of
the hotel at a self-serve kiosk, at the Front Desk, and in the Lobby Shop. The cost is $3 per day, $6 for a 2-day pass, or $12 for a 5-day pass. Children
through age 9 ride for free. Daily service begins 60 minutes before area event centers open and concludes 30 minutes after closing. Event centers include
Disneyland® and Disney’s California Adventure™.
